Chairperson-Tim Wise called the meeting to order at 5:50p. 

Discussion and distribution of Doug Ryan Consultants hotel proposal for 2012-2013 CSA/CIA meetings 
Agenda change-Chancellor Randy Hanna’s schedule changed but he will attend CSA/CIA later in the morning. Chancellor Rod Dukeworth will deliver the Welcome 
CSA Elections- Regions 1, 3, 5 and two at Large Members; Secretary and 2012-2013 Chair-Elect positions are open. Chair- Dr. Wise opened the floor for nominations for the Chair Elect- Tonjua Williams and LeRoy Darby were nominated. Darby accepted the nomination. Motion entertained to close nominations, moved and second. Discussion and the chair called for the vote. Darby was elected to serve as the 2012-2013 Chair Elect with Sharon Jefferson serving as the 2012-2013 Chair. 
Further discussions continued on Florida Virtual Campus; FACTS.ORG; FL College System Activities Association (FCSAA) Completion Tracking Proposal that CSA did not endorse at the February 2012 meeting.

Chairs –Dr. Wise-CSA and Dr. Harres-CIA welcome participants and provided information on a change with the morning agenda.  
Dr. Harres introduced FDOE Chancellor- Rod Duckworth for the Division of Career and Adult Education- who brought comments to the group on the strength of partnerships which exist across the landscape of Florida and admonished the great work of the various systems (secondary, post-secondary, and SUS).

Panel Report of the CSA Committee on Transfer Credit Discussion

A historical perspective was shared that a 1972 discussion during an Articulation meeting determine the practices of Florida Community Colleges referencing transfer of credits and grades accepted by Florida CC. According to the panel there is no Federal Regulation that dictates the number of credits and grades that may be accepted by the receiving institution; there is no Florida Statute that facilitates required grades; 

Therefore the panel surmised: 
AACRAO for best practices on transfer of credits and grades 
Institutions Policy determines transfer of credits and grades

Chancellor of Division of FCS - Randy Hanna (Governor insight and house bills passed) From Governor Scott- Flat budget -Recommended "No tuition increase". Decisions should be made locally. If you raise tuition, target learning gains and workforce outcomes.  “Within 5 years we must make a concerted effort to up our game in Career Technical Education and Adult Education Program” House bill 7135 also requires us to use more data. Data is our friend and Florida Colleges must look at Completion Rates, Retention Rates, and Placement Rates for (PSAV, AS and AAS )
Future- University System- 15million for performance 

Performance metrics for NEW MONEY 

Trained professionals in the classroom- Tell our story
Continuing contracts and Tenure –State Board of Education directive to the division is not to do away with, but to ensure there is a good system -3 things under review:
          1. Allow for continued contract after 3 years –inconsistency across system 
          2. Post award review- should there be a state requirement for post award-some 

   Colleges have a post award review-inconsistency across system 
          3. Whether or not State board to add to the rule measures the local board should  

               have (a. programmatic success, b. student evaluations, c. learning outcomes, 


    and d. participation faculty with extra-curricular activities) 
Annual contracts – inconsistent with Rule allows for appeal. Chapter 12 works for local governing issues for dismissal of faculty. 
FCS Developmental Education- There are 175,000 students in preparatory courses at a cost of $185 million. We must continue to create initiatives that benefit and motivate the students to progress. Pilot Accelerated programs- course redesign to help students.

DE-programs-work closer with the local school district to meet their needs – while funding is a concern we should partner with the districts for solutions.
